THE BIG fISSUE!  

Hello, your Chairman and Committee hope you had a good season and enjoyed your fishing.  

Many of you will know that the Environment Agency Wales have classified the River Clwyd systemõs 

salmon population as òat riskó. That is to say they believe that the number of salmon returning to our 

river to spawn are not sufficient to supply enough eggs and therefore  young fish to keep the salmon 

stocks high enough to support a viable population of fish.  In other words they say the salmon stocks are 

at risk of dying out, so are threatening to impose a compulsory requirement for us to return all salmon 

caught. Compulsory catch and release!  

Your Committee are not happy with this possibility and intend to fight the introduction of this rule òtooth 

and nailó . 

At the moment this is just a proposal but if we fail to act they may make it a fact.  

It is important that you learn, first hand, what is going on and express your views.  Your Committee need 

to know that they are doing what you want them to do and that you agree with our proposals to fight the 

Environment Agency .  It is also important that you learn first hand what is going on rather than by way 

of unhelpful rumours. You also get a free buffet ñgreat!

Our catch returns are the basis for the Environment 

Agencyõs calculations on which they calculate the 

number of fish that are in our rivers. If you fail to re-

port catching a salmon. Or under report the  number 

of fish you catch, then the Environment  Agencyõs cal-

culations will be wrong and they will think we have 

less fish running our rivers. This will not encourage 

more stocking!  It may mean compulsory catch and 

release is imposed so you MUST COMPLETE AND
